Home Access Programme


We have been asked to inform parents that the Government has now launched the Home Access Programme.  





This is a free computer scheme for low income families.


Families with children in years 3 to 9 at school, who are entitled to free school meals, can now apply for a grant to buy a computer and broadband connection from an approved supplier.  The computers will be loaded with a suite of software to support literacy and numeracy.


Looked after children up to the age of 18 will also receive laptops and the scheme will offer packages to provide more support for children with educational needs.


Depending on what families need, the grant allows eligible families to buy one of the following packages:





Full package (a computer, one year’s internet access, service and support)


A computer with service and support only.


One year’s internet access only.

If they meet certain eligibility criteria, then they will receive a pre-loaded debit card to spend on one Home Access computer and one broadband connection per family for one year.
